Diabetes Insipidus 
A disorder in which the patient secretes a large volume of urine that is hypotonic, dilute and tasteless. DI is caused by absence of the hormone vasopressin or inadequate response to vasopressin. 
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· Occurs mainly due to lesions of the neurohypophysis or the hypothalamic median eminence resulting in deficiency synthesis and/or release of AVP
· CDI due to pituitary adenoma before surgery intervention is extremely rare, even when associated with complete anterior pituitary insufficiency  

· When DI occurs in a patient with a pituitary mass, it should prompt clinical suspicious of granulomatous disease, craniopharyngioma, or an other even rarer underlying diagnosis
Primary CNS lymphoma (PCNSL)

· Rare cancers, comprising about 3% of all brain primary tumors, and are most commonly associated with immunodeficiency. The incidence is about 0.5 per 100,000 patient-years.
· PCNSL represents less than 5% of non-Hodgkin lymphomas, mainly of the B-cell type.
· There are about a dozen reported cases of PCNSL with hypothalamic or pituitary involvement leading to panhypopituitarism or DI.
· Hypothalamic involvement results in anterior pituitary hormone deficiency, hyperprolactinemia and diabetes insipidus.
· Chemotherapy has resulted in disease remission with resolution of MRI finding, but the hypopituitarism and DI have not had resolution.
