- current medication:carvedilol (6.25) 1 tab po bid, atorvastatin(20) 1 tab po pc, valsartan(100) 1 tab po pc

GA: A middle-aged Thai woman, good consciousness
HEENT: no pale conjunctivae, anicteric sclerae, no thyroid gland enlargement

Heart: JVP 3 cm above sternal angle, PMI at 6" ICSanterior axillary line

LV heaving, normal S; S,, SEM gr Il at LUPSB radiate to neck, DBM g¢r lll at LLPSB and apex

Lung: clear and equal breath sound both lungs
Abdomen: soft, not tender

Extremities:tenderness and swelling at left upper thigh, limit ROM due to pain, shortening left leg
