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Vital signs: BT 37.3 °c, BP 80/50 mmHg, PR 108 bpm, RR 20 tpm

A middle aged woman, drowsiness, look weakness, poor co-operative
HEENT: not pale, no jaundice

Heart: normal S1S2, no murmur

Lungs: normal breath sound, no adventitious sound
Abdomen: soft, not tender, active bowel sound
Extremities: no edema

Neuro signs: E4V5M6, pupil 3 mm RTLBE, motor grade Il all, spastic tone
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- BUN 16 mg/dl, Cr 1.06 mg/dl Na 134, K 3.4, Cl 101, HCO, 21.9 mmol/L

- Ca8.7 mg/dL, PO, 4.0 mg/dL, Mg 1.75 mg/dL
- CBC Hb 11.6 g/dL, Hct 36.8%, WBC 11,400/cumm (PMN 65%, L26%), platelet 310,000

- CT brain: no intracerebral hemorrhage, no infarction
